The minutes of the past meeting were reviewed.  A correction was noted by Blair in the Reitman/Johnke section: the third point of concern regarding the conditions of contest should read “all knock out phases” rather than “finals” as written. A motion was made by Blair, seconded by Tod, to approve the minutes as corrected. The motion carried unanimously.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT
Lee congratulated Marlene Case on becoming a Life Master recently.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Frank reported that the unit has a surplus of $38066.59, of which $13515 is cash, with the balance investments. We have a profit of $5076.04 thus far this year, but the upcoming Annual Dinner will diminish that amount.  There is $475 left in the equipment budget for the purchase of chairs. Andy is looking for the right chairs at an acceptable price. Frank also asked that anyone receiving an invoice from ACBL forward it to him for payment on a timely basis. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS
TOURNAMENTS

Marlene stated that we are in good shape for the sectional next week. She has written a job description for the kitchen help, and hopes that this will avoid conflict between them in the future.  Marlene and Glenda have decided to put out the food after the 4th round of the Swiss, and let everyone take a short break to eat. At the last sectional, the people who received free entries for their volunteer work were very pleased.

Carol asked the board if they were interested in holding another 299er sectional. After discussion, it was decided to change this tournament to Non-Life Master – 500, in hopes of increasing attendance. A motion was made by Carol, seconded by Blair, to hold a NLM-500 Sectional.  The motion carried unanimously. The weekend of August 4-6 was selected after consulting with the Glenda and the district calendar, possibly using Immaculate Conception as the playing site.

STaC

Gale reported that the next STaC event is February 28-March 6.
NAOP/GNT

Blair reported that the NAOP district final was held on September 25th. The GNT final is scheduled for May 20th in Allendale.  The Flight C final is just Swiss, with no KOs.  Flight B is Swiss with KOs the following day. Both Flight A and Championship Flight are seeded KOs.  Betty Ann is the district GNT coordinator.
PRO-AM

Lee reported that there was a very good turnout for this year’s event; however there were clubs with too many pros and other clubs with too many ams. Betty Price’s phone number was on the information with instructions to call her if there were any partnership problems, but she got no calls. After much discussion, it was decided to keep the event in the clubs with a stronger effort by the committee and board members to get pros involved.  A date of October 28th during STaC was chosen as the date for the 2006 event.

The conditions of contest need to be amended, and Tod, Blair and Marilyn will meet to do so.
