3 things were all good. Our NAPôs were 

successful in both Allendale and 

Schenectady. Although the Studio in 

Schenectady had less Flight C pairs than 

last year, the addition of Flight B more 

than made up for the tables lost   Norma 

Shelly ,as always, worked her fingers to 

the bones calling players and getting them 

to come out and play and then she and Bill 

Dubay ran the game. This event was fol-

lowed in October by the Danbury regional 

chaired by Glenda Calkins and Jerry 

Goodman who worked tirelessly to make 

sure everyone had a good time AND 

THEY DID! 

I missed Danbury because I was busy at-

tending meetings and chairing Appeals at 

the World Mind Sports Games in Beijing. 

These games are the brainchild of Jose 

Damiani, president of the World Bridge 

Federation. He formed a group named 

IMSA (International Mind Sports Games), 

which include Bridge, Chess, Draughts, 

Go and Xiangqi (Chinese checkers). These 

5 sports competed at the site of the Olym-

pic  Games with the Juniors staying in the 

Olympic Village where the Olympic ath-

letes stayed just a few weeks earlier. There 

were 143 countries and regions repre-

sented; more than 3000 participants ï 2000 

of which were bridge players. USA came 

home with a Silver medal in the Senior 

Teams and a Bronze medal in the 

Womenôs teams. It is Joseôs hope that 

IMSA will host the 2nd Games following 

the Olympics in London in 2012. The goal 

is to be recognized by the Olympics, as are 

the Paraplegic Games that followed the 

Olympics in Beijing in October.  

The Boston NABC was fantastic; great 

location, playing space, and hospitality but 

unfortunately 2000 tables under projection.  

The tournament ended with 10, 636 tables, 

most likely due to the present economy.  

Congratulations to Irina Levitina and Kerri 

Sanborn, part of the winning Wager 

Womenôs team. 

The ACBL Board of Directors gave Man-

agement the go ahead to buy land and 

build a new building for our Headquarters 

in Memphis. The Board also authorized a 

new event ï the Platinum Pairs to be a six-

session event at the Spring NABCôs. Not 

quite certain how this can be fit into the 

schedule, but participants in the event will 

need 50 Platinum points in the last 3 years 

or 200 life time Platinum points (points 

won in NABC events at the NABCôs). 

More than 1000 players will be eligible to 

enter this prestigious new event. In an at-

tempt for a break-even budget for 2009, 

the Board voted an increase in entry fees 

for NABC events from $18 to $20.  All 

other events at NABCôs will be increased 

by 50 cents a session.  ACBL has a new 

Marketing Director, Vicki Campbell and a 

new Junior Director, Patty Tucker, who 

has been working with the Mid-Atlantic 

area very successfully for years so we are 

expecting great things in these areas. 

As the year comes to a close ï It is impor-

tant that I thank the district 3 board mem-

bers from your unit. Glenda Calkins, Dis-

trict 3 president , Jerry Goodman, tourna-

ment chairman as well as doing  all other 

job s that no one does; and Betty Ann 

Smith , GNT and Advertising Chairman.  

It is safe to say that without these 3 dedi-

cated volunteers, District 3 would fall flat 

on its face. May all your wishes come true 

in 2009 and donôt forget to earn your first 

Gold Points for the year at the Hilton Rye 

Town, January 13-19. If you need to know 

or want to know about the new Laws ï 

come to our Laws Seminar on Tuesday, 

January 13- 1:00-3PM given by our very 

own Sol Weinsten.
