This ôn That From Your District Director 

It was a great summer for bridge in District 3. The July 4th Holi-

day Regional at its new location, The Crowne Plaza, Fairfield, 

NJ, was enthusiastically received.  Believe it or not ï we heard no 

complaints. People loved the playing conditions, the proximity to 

restaurants in all price ranges, very reasonable room rates, great 

hospitality including a 4th of July dinner between sessions and as 

usual District 3ôs great schedule  - something for everyone! 

 

Just as fantastic was the Las Vegas NABC; with 19,720 tables in 

play it was the 4th largest NABC ever (two in Las Vegas and one 

in Toronto  were a bit bigger). Several important decisions were 

made at this set of meetings that I think you will be interested in 

hearing about.  The Board voted to keep its offices in Memphis, 

Tn.  Other cities were considered but it seemed prudent to stay 

put at this time. The current methods of hearing Appeals cases for 

NABC+ events was reaffirmed by the huge majority of 13-12.    

Players will continue to appeal a Directorôs ruling to a panel of 

their peers rather than to a panel of  tournament directors. And, 

here comes the biggie ï effective January 1, 2010, achieving the 

rank of Life Master will require 500 masterpoints.  100 will have 

to be Gold/Platinum, 100 Red/Gold/Platinum, 75 Silver and 75 

Black. None of us need to be concerned.  If  you are currently a 

member of the ACBL or join or rejoin before 1/1/2010 you will 

continue to need only 300 MPs. Itôs only after this date that the 

rules will change. I think everyone will agree that with the many 

ways to earn large numbers of points as well as colored points 

that this change is a positive step. 

By the time you read this, our District NAP Finals in Allendale 

will have come and gone. We are expecting a large turnout. And  

the final event of the year for District 3 is our Fall Foliage Re-

gional in Danbury Ct. October 13-19. It is a great tournament 

with super room rates, playing conditions, near-by restaurants 

and a schedule that works for everyone. Check out all you need 

to know at: www.bridge-district3.org or the July and August is-

sues of the Bridge Bulletin. 

 

Iôm off to the World Mind Sports Games in Beijing the 1st of 

October. While Bridge, Chess, Go, Draught and Chinese Check-

ers will not get  the coverage that Beach Volleyball got during the 

Olympics, you will be able to check out how all our teams are 

doing on the ACBL website and Bridge Base Online will be 

broadcasting many of the matches.

 Anita directed  games at Fair Lawn Community Center and Tenafly Senior Center Bridge Club for 
many years.  She also wrote a bridge column "It's All in the Hand" for a local newspaper.   Anita was a world 
traveler, conducting many Travel With Goren bridge cruises, and for relaxation would take the QE 2 to Eng-
land then fly home on the Concord.  She was also an avid reader and could read four or five books in a week. 

 There is also a story of her and a partner going to a bridge tournament in Lancaster, Pa and getting 
lost coming home.  Before  getting back on track, they ended up taking a tour of a coal mine in Scranton, Pa.

 Joyce Eberhardt, 54, died suddenly on August 21, 2008.  She was a remarkable person, who over-
came great physical handicaps to enjoy her work, her life, and her bridge.   

 Joyce was from the Chicago area and graduated with a teaching degree from Northern Illinois Univer-
sity, was a certified Legal Assistant, and was also a graduate of CLOWN SCHOOL.  She was a co-owner and 
manager of the Lombardi Café in Washington, DC (3 blocks from the White House).  She was currently em-
ployed at the Childrenôs Aid and Family Service of New Jersey.   

 Despite her physical disabilities, this wheel-chair bound young woman was always cheerful, friendly, 
and fiercely independent, proud of her ability to manage a few stairs, get in and out of her car, and play 
bridge in local games and out of state tournaments.  She endeared herself to all, and her short life belied the 
trials she over came.

As an innocent youngster in New York, I met my initial crisis.  It was termed a REPORT CARD.  In grading a  
student, an ñAò sometimes carried a plus or minus.  The same applied to B, C & D.  As for an ñFò, that re-
sulted nonstop to the woodshed.  In bridge we are trained to value an Ace as 4 points, a King as 3, a Queen 
as 2 and a Jack as 1. My purpose here is to evaluate bridge point count, but not in the usual method.  I find it 
necessary to consider the position of my honors and add or subtract 1/2 point to compensate.

What do we know about this hand?  North has fewer than 
8 points and East indicates 5 points at most.  Therefore 
the spade King, club Jack and the diamond King and Jack 
are in jeopardy and should be reduced by 1/2 point each 
based on Westôs perceived strength situated to your left.  
Thus, the hand in Case A is worth 16 minus 11/2 points.

The hand in this position has more possibilities.  The two 
passed hands divide the remaining points.  If there is a 
reasonable distribution, the odds are that my spade King, 
Diamond King and Jack plus the club Jack increased in 
value because I am behind the power.  Thus if I add 1/2 
point to each of these honors, the hand in this case is 
worth 171/2 to 18 points. 

Letôs return to school and consider two situations with the following South 
position hand.  How should this hand be bid? 

Therefore, based on the bidding situation, the difference in evaluating the same hand is between 3 and 4 
points.  I await my next report card.  When I sent this analysis to Brent Manley, editor of the ACBL Bulletin, he 
replied with the following:  ñDear Mr. Grunebaum,  Thank you for writing to clarify what you intended with your 
original letter.  You are, of course, correctðit is wise to consider your position in the auction before assessing

Bridge Players - Hereôs your chance to join the Olympics  

The following article was published in the International Herald Tribune Asia/Pacific edition from Associated 
Press, June 4, 2008 

After Olympic games in Beijing, Mind Games 
  

ATHENS: The Olympics and the Paralympics won't be the only global multi-sports events held in Beijing this 
year.  The Chinese capital will host the first World Mind Sports Games from Oct. 3-18, featuring five events 
and - yes - doping controls. 

    About 3,000 competitors from more than 100 countries will be competing for 35 gold medals in chess, 
bridge, draughts (or checkers), Go and Xiang Qi (or Chinese chess), the International Mind Sports Associa-
tion said Wednesday at a sports conference in Athens.  "We clearly consider ourselves a sport," IMSA presi-
dent Jose Damiani said. "Our events are no different from physical sports. They are all sports." 

    Damiani said there were a billion people around the world who played the games, which are represented 
by 500 national sports federations.  The bridge and chess federations are already recognized by the Interna-
tional Olympic Committee, but that doesn't entitle them to become Olympic sports. 

    Still, the mind sports group hopes the IOC will eventually accept them into the Olympic program.  "We 
hope that this event in Beijing will be so important and so big that the IOC will understand that they need us," 
said Georgios Makropoulos, vice president of the global chess federation. 

    Meantime, competitors will have to undergo doping checks just like Olympic athletes. The bridge and 
chess federations have signed up to the World Anti-Doping Code and do their own testing, with no positive 
results so far. 

    Damiani said there definitely would be doping controls for chess and bridge in Beijing, and probably for the 
other events, too.

A player's guide to the changes in the laws  
Following are excerpts from an article in the Las Vegas NABC Daily Bulletin Friday July 20,2008 

 

    A new version of the Laws of Duplicate 

Contract Bridge will take effect in Septem-

ber.  Here is what you need to know about 

the changes.  

     One overall change in wording is re-

flective of the original intent of the laws to 

"redress damage and not to penalize." To 

emphasize this intent, the laws now use the 

word penalty only in reference to proce-

dural and disciplinary penalties. In all 

other cases, the Laws use the word 

"rectification."  

    While Law 16 has been reorganized and 

reworded, there is only one change affect-

ing ACBL procedures and current practice. 

Under the revised law, when an opponent 

has made extraneous or unauthorized in-

formation available (e.g., an unmistakable 

break in tempo - hesitation), an ACBL 

player may announce that he is reserving 

his right to call the director later. If an op-

ponent disagrees that unauthorized infor-

mation might have been conveyed or made 

available (i.e., believes there was no break 

in tempo), the director should be called 

immediately. 

     In Law 20, however, some current 

ACBL practices and procedures have been 

codified or clarified and should be noted:  

Å A player may not ask a question (at 

the appropriate time) solely for part-

ner's benefit. 

Å If your partner asks a question at his 

turn to call or play, you may not ask a 

supplementary question until it is your 

turn. 

Å Declarer's first turn to play is from 

dummy except when accepting an 

opening lead out of turn. 

    Law 22 now defines the time between 

the end of the auction and the end of the 

auction period as the clarification period. 

This is the time when questions can be 

asked before the opening lead is made and 

faced. 

    Law 25, Changes of Calls, has been 

substantially changed by deleting the cur-

rent "purposeful correction" option. Under 

the revised law, if a call is deemed unin-

tended (inadvertent), it may be changed if 

done without pause for thought. This is 

identical to current law. 

    The new part is that if the call was not 

unintended, it stands unless the caller's left

-hand opponent accepts an attempt to sub-

stitute another call.  

    Under Law 27, which addresses insuffi-

cient bids, a player who makes a natural 

insufficient bid may still make it sufficient 

at the lowest sufficient level without any 

bidding restriction on partner 

    Law 27 has been amended such that the 

director may permit an insufficient bid to 

be corrected, without rectification/penalty 

(i.e., bidding restriction), by another call 

that has, in the director's opinion, the same 

meaning or a more precise meaning.  For 

example: 2NT - Pass - 2ǅ (over 1NT this is 

a transfer to hearts), the 2ǅ bid may be 

corrected to 3ǅ without a bidding restric-

tion (rectification) on partner if the 3 level 

bid is also a transfer to hearts. 

    One major caution: If you make an in-

sufficient bid and an opponent brings it to 

the attention of the table, do not do any-

thing until the director arrives. If you 

change your call prior to the director's ar-

riving, unless the opponent next to call 

accepts your original insufficient bid, you 

will be stuck with that call (the changed, 

sufficient one) and the director will apply 

the correct section of Law 27 - i.e., if the 

change requires your partner to pass for the 

remainder of the auction, that will be the 

director's rectification. So wait until the 

director arrives and explains your options 

before correcting the insufficient bid. 

    Law 40 has been extensively reworded 

and reorganized.  

Å The law in the ACBL is now explicit 

in prohibiting pairs, by prior agree-

ment, to vary their methods dependent 

upon and following a question asked, 

response to a question or an irregularity 

(e.g., after an insufficient bid). 

Å In the ACBL, a player is permitted to 

consult his opponent's convention card 

at his right-hand opponent's turn to call 

(i.e., after his partner has called). This 

is permitted because many times it is 

necessary to know what your left-hand 

opponent's call means to determine 

whether to Alert your partner's call or 

to know what your partner's call means 

in order to fully explain its meaning. 

    In Laws 41-63, there are mostly wording 

and organizational changes that cause no 

change in current application and practice. 

It is now specifically stated in Law 54 

(with reference to Law 24), however, that 

an opening lead by declarer or dummy 

may not be accepted.  

    Law 64, Procedure after Establishment 

of a Revoke, has two significant changes.  

Å There is a return to the fairly simple 

one- and two-tr ick penalty 

(rectification) of the 1973 Laws - i.e., 

generally, if the revoking player won 

the trick on which the revoke happened 

and the offending side won another 

subsequent trick, the non-offending 

side gets two tricks. If the revoking 

player does not win the revoke trick 

and the revoking side wins some subse-

quent trick, the non-offending side gets 

one trick. However, part C requires the 

director to restore equity on deals 

where the non-offending side would 

have won more tricks without the re-

voke, even after taking into account the 

additional trick or tricks awarded in 

accordance with part A of this law. 

Å When each side has revoked, there is 

no rectification (penalty) for either re-

voke - sort of offsetting infractions. 

However, the director is required, un-

der part C, to adjust the result to that 

result that was most likely had neither 

revoke occurred. 

    The revised law 65 now addresses spe-

cifically the matter of drawing attention to 

the fact that a card has been incorrectly 

pointed - i.e., indicating that the player's 

side had won the trick when, in fact, they 

had lost the trick, or vice versa. While de-

clarer may require that a card incorrectly 

pointed be corrected at any time, dummy's 

or either defender's right to do so expires 

when a lead is made to the next trick (the 

one immediately after the one on which the 

card was incorrectly pointed). If done later 

than that by dummy or a defender, the di-

rector may apply Law 16B if he deter-

mines that this extraneous information 

could have affected partner's play.  

    Laws 66-71 contain for the most part 

wording and organizational changes that 

lead to more specificity and clarity. How-

ever, in the laws dealing with claims there 

are some things to note:  

Å While Law 68 mandates that play 

cease immediately when a claim is 

made, Law 70 gives the director the 

option of using play after a claim as 

evidence of players' probable plays. 

Å Law 69D2 now addresses defenders' 

claims. 

Å A section of Law 70 gives ACBL the 

authority to determine an order of play 

of the remaining cards in a suit when 

such was not clarified in the statement 

of a claim. Presently, for example, di-

rectors generally rule that declarers, in 

leading trumps from their hand or 

dummy, lead from the top down. This 

will probably be codified by regulation 

prior to implementation of the Laws.
